Philosophy 151 and the GEC Model

On page 9 of the Model Curriculum approved by the ASC Senate in 1988 the Mathemati​cal and Logical Analysis component of the Quantitative and Logical Skills category of the GEC is described as follows:  
A student in a B.A. program must take one course that focuses on argument in a context that emphasizes natural language, mathematics, computer science or quantitative applications not primarily involving data. Courses which emphasize the nature of correct argumentation either in natural languages or in symbolic form would satisfy this requirement, as would many mathemat​ics or computer science courses. . . . The courses themselves should emphasize the logical proc​esses involved in mathematics, inductive or deductive reasoning, or computing and the theory of algorithms. A student in a B.S. program will satisfy this requirement by completing two quarters of calculus or the equivalent.
This description identifies two goals for an elementary logic course such as the one being proposed: (1) to emphasize the nature of correct argumentation in natural language and (2) to emphasize the logical processes involved in both deductive and inductive modes of reasoning.  Since the proposed course is merely an “applied” version of Philosophy 150—which already has GEC status—it would achieve objectives (1) and (2) in essen​tially the same way that Philosophy already 150 does: viz., by teaching students the difference between correct and incorrect forms of inductive and deductive reasoning expressed in English.  Unlike Philosophy 150, however, it would do so by focusing chiefly on applications of inductive and deductive reasoning to legal contexts, in conse​quence of which the distribution of emphasis on particular aspects of inductive and deductive reasoning would be somewhat different in Philosophy 151, though the core “theoretical” content would be the same.
Assessment Plan

The success of the course in achieving the goals and objectives of the relevant category of the GEC will be assessed in three ways:

· Instructors will conduct a Carmen survey designed to elicit the students’ percep​tion of the success of the course in fostering the relevant GEC goals and objec​tives.

· Instructors will determine the relevance of specific graded assignments to the particular GEC goals and objectives and examine student performance on the separate assignments to determine whether that performance indicates successful achievement of those goals and objectives.

· Instructors will write and submit to the department’s Teaching Evaluation Commit​tee a short narrative detailing overall student performance with respect to the various course objectives.
