1.  History of Military Science at The Ohio State University
· The Morrill Act (1862) signed by President Lincoln (commonly referred to as the Land Grant College Act) enabled the State of Ohio to build an institution of higher learning to train young men in agricultural studies, mechanical arts, and military tactics.
· Archives indicate that Military Science instruction began at Ohio State in 1874.  

· Colonel George L. Converse, Professor of Military Science and building namesake, established the “Ohio Plan” which became the blueprint for a nationwide program of junior officer development.  In 1916 the Student Army Training Corps (SATC) began, forming what later became the Reserve Officer Training Corps (ROTC).

· Program started by Military Science Department in World War I, formed the basis of Aeronautical Engineering courses later taught at OSU.

3.  Minor in Military Science 

· Minor approved by the Council on Academic Affairs on 17 October 2007.
· Open to all students of The Ohio State University meeting certain basic prerequisites.

· Three levels of participation:

· Participating- complete classroom curriculum and individualized labs.  These labs are designed to prepare students for managerial and leadership roles within nonmilitary organizations.

· Enrolled- complete classroom curriculum and get more tactics training.  This level of involvement spawns from the student’s desire to participate in military training.  Enrolled students must complete certain screening requirements and paperwork.  Upon completion, they have no military obligation.

· Contracted- complete the traditional curriculum, to include summer training.  These students receive funding from the U.S. Army and must complete a military service obligation upon graduation.  

· Military Science Minor is aligned with the vision and intent of the both the founding administration (Land Grant) and current university leaders.
