COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The OSU Community Orchestra is an ensemble designed to give members of the Ohio State University community who are not music majors an opportunity to continue making music in an orchestral setting. The goal is to make music a welcome addition to its members’ daily academic pursuits. The rehearsal schedule keeps the demands on the student's time to a minimum, yet still ensures adequate preparation for a worthwhile performance experience.   One hour of academic credit is awarded for the OSU Community Orchestra through registration in MUSIC 215.03.  NOTE:  Each member is expected to enroll for credit.
PREREQUISITE:

Audition/permission of instructor.

CONCERT DRESS (dark or black):

Ladies - nice dress/slacks (or appropriate semi-formal wear)

Men - coat and tie

COURSE CONTENT and REQUIREMENTS: 

Grades for the quarter's work are based on attendance, preparation for the rehearsals, and participation. Attendance is taken at every rehearsal. Tardiness is not acceptable in a group such as this, and tardiness will be dealt with in the same manner as absenteeism. Potential absences should be reported in writing (either hand-written note or email) before the absence.  All absences must be verified by either a doctor's or instructor's note and presented at the next rehearsal.  The director is the final arbiter on whether absences will be excused based on the reason or circumstances.  Any absence not reported to the director will affect the student's final grade. Each rehearsal will be worth 4% of final grade.  

Preparation involves practicing the music outside of rehearsals.  

Participation involves paying attention, following the directions of the conductor, and staying engaged with the work of the ensemble.  

Twice a quarter you will be required to attend a performance of an OSU ensemble, or other approved musical organization, and write a short review (2 pages, double spaced) of the concert.  Your review should be concrete and focus on the repertoire performed or the interpretation.  Your review might compare the music on the program to other music with which you are familiar—e.g. “The Mahler Symphony  performed Friday night was more dramatic than the Mozart Symphony I played in high school.  The orchestra  played a wide range of dynamics and tone colors, particularly in the third movement….” You may choose to use and cite sources (using the Chicago Manual for footnotes) and write a report on  one of the composers featured on the program; or you may choose to critique the performance.  Be sure to avoid irrelevant information such as “The soloist wore a pretty dress.”  These reviews will be due during week 5 and week 8 of the quarter.
