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GEC Goals and Objectives:

Arts and Humanities: Analysis of Texts and Works of Art
Goals/Rationale: Students evaluate significant writing and works of art. Such studies develop capacities for aesthetic and historical response and judgment; interpretation and evaluation; critical listening, reading, seeing, thinking, and writing; and experiencing the arts and reflecting on that experience.

Learning Objectives:

1. Students develop abilities to be enlightened observers or active participants in the visual, spatial, musical, theatrical, rhetorical, or written arts.

2. Students describe and interpret achievement in the arts and literature.

3. Students explain how works of art and literature express social and cultural issues.

Art Education 252 fulfills these goals and objectives through active participation in artmaking using the computer as the art tool and medium; using the big idea strategy to develop conceptual frameworks relating social and cultural ideas in their artwork; reading literature about computer art and artists and viewing artwork; participating in dialogue about the literature, artists, and artworks; participating in critiques of student artwork; and reflecting on their experiences of using the computer as a tool to make art.

Course Description:
This course presents an introductory study of the role of computers in the visual arts. A unique combination of studio activities, critiques, readings, writings, and discussions focusing on issues related to computer images, digital media, multimedia, and issues that arise in the studio workplace will be covered.

 
Course Content and Procedures:
This course consists of lectures, demonstrations, working on computers, and class participation in discussions and critiques. Prior to each discussion is a reading assignment or research activity to be completed as homework.
Assignments:
There are several types of activities: Assignments, Quizzes, Main Projects, and Writing Assignments. These activities are considered in-class and out-of-class (homework) assignments. They must be handed in by deadlines for course credit as outlined in the grade section of this syllabus. Some in-class days will be lab working days; however, plan to spend at least four hours per week outside of class in order to complete the assignments. Students are required to attend all critiques for each assignment.

Reading Assignments:

Students are expected to read the assigned chapters and articles in advance and to be prepared for class and Carmen online discussion. In-class and online discussions of these articles are a part of your class participation grade (see grade section of the syllabus for further details).

Class Participation:

Participation is an integral part of class. Students’ participation during class discussions, on Carmen, and in-class studio activities will be evaluated based on how often they engage in these activities and how well their contribution reflects an understanding of the topics and issues relevant to the course content.

Lab Time:

Students are expected to work outside of class in addition to regularly scheduled classes. However, students will not be dismissed from class work time; they must complete the in-class exercises in their classroom lab. 

It is the students’ responsibility to handle any incompatibility issues between their computers and the Hopkins Lab computers. These issues must be dealt with early on in the course, as lateness or quality of studio projects will not be excused.

Attendance:

ATTENDANCE IS NOT AN OPTION. IT IS A REQUIREMENT. Students are required to attend all classes and all critiques including the Midterm and Final critiques. Absenteeism due to an illness requires a doctor’s note or some proof of emergency. For every absence after the one excused by the instructor, four points will be deducted from the student’s final grade. Points will be deducted for repeated lateness to class as well. 

For example: If your final grade is 100 [A] but you have three unexcused absences, then 12 points will be deducted from that grade. This means you would have an 88 [B+].

Academic Misconduct:

Projects will be graded on Presentation (including the in-class critique), Visual Communication (ideas), Creativity and Originality, Time and Effort, and an understanding of the tools and techniques of the software. Therefore, it is important that you treat each with the same level of quality, skill, time, and effort. Late exercises/writing assignments will be accepted for up to one week after the original due date for a 20% deduction. After one week, late exercises/writing assignments will NOT be accepted.
Incompletes will only be considered during the final week of class, and only in the event of a serious illness or extreme personal hardship. Students must have a passing grade up to that point, and provide a letter from the student’s academic advisor requesting an incomplete prior to the ninth week of the quarter.
