Subject: Entomology 333 change request
Entomology 333 has already been approved as a GEC course, and it is designed to take students who are looking for a science requirement.   Entomology 333 was taught in Spring 2008 to 30 students, whose majors were listed as follows: Animal Sci: 1; Art 1; Biology 15; Comm-Pre 1; Crimonol 1; Evol&Ecol 1; Exploring 1; French 1; Hlth Prf 1; Marketng 1; Math 1; Psych 2; Zool 1;  Pre-Arch 1; Pre-Nur 1.  These students comprised 5 freshman, 2 sophomores, 7 juniors, and 15 seniors, and one MFA student. 

The 3 credit hour listing was simply an error in the original, we thought we corrected it last academic year, but apparently not. Indeed, we only noticed the error during enrollment period in Winter 2008, too late to do anything about it for the Spring quarter.  We moved to correct it toward the end of the 2007-2008 academic year, but I don't know how that paper work flows through the system. We would like to correct it now to 5 hours.  The class meets for 48 minute lectures three times a week, has a 48 minute recitation, and requires independent creative work outside class for a grade. This is consistent with other 5 hour courses already in our catalog.
