Non-concurrence Statement:

The proposed course Sociology 852, "Event History Analysis", has substantial overlap with courses taught jointly in Statistics and Public Health, namely Biostat 605: Applied Survival Analysis.  Given this overlap we cannot provide concurrence of this course.  This proposed course in Sociology was rejected previously in 2005 (under a different number), with the suggestion to talk to Statistics further about it (this was not done).  It is not a simple matter of there being a clash in the titles.  The content of this course is in direct conflict with material that would be best taught in  Statistics or Public Health.  (Indeed the references for the material given in the course syllabus are mostly from Statistics books/journals).
