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Course Overview: 

Welcome to Georgian 104.01! The Georgian intermediate language series is designed for students who wish to develop the skills necessary to interact in the language at the above basic level and to increase their knowledge and understanding of the contemporary Georgian culture and society. In these courses you will develop your ability to speak, read, write, and understand Georgian. By the end of this course, you will be able to carry on conversations in Georgian on a wide range of topics of personal and general interest. You will be able to write and read longer texts in a variety of contexts. In addition to becoming a proficient speaker of Georgian, we hope that you will become a skilled language learner and develop a curiosity about and love for the cultures of the Caucasus region.  


GEC Course Goals and Objectives:
This course satisfies GEC Category 1. Skills: C. Foreign Language and aims to develop students’ skills in communication across ethnic, cultural, ideological, and national boundaries, and to help students develop an understanding of other cultures and patterns of thought. By the end of this course students will: 

· demonstrate basic communicative skills (e.g., speaking, listening, reading, and/or writing) in a language other than their native language.

· learn about the cultural contexts and manifestations of the peoples who speak the language that they are studying.

· recognize and understand differences and similarities between the cultures and communities of the language that they are studying and their own.

Course Objectives:  
Georgian 104.01 is the 1st course in a sequence of second year Georgian language courses. This course is designed for students who have completed the elementary Georgian language sequence (101.01, 102.01, 103.01) or have otherwise acquired basic proficiency in Georgian required for second year sequence. In this course you will continue to develop your skills in speaking, listening, reading, and writing in Georgian. At the end of Georgian 104.01 you should be able to:

· understand longer messages in a growing number of content areas 

· understand longer authentic texts in a variety of genres and of increasing complexity applying appropriate reading strategies
· carry on basic conversations in Georgian on a wide range of topics of both personal and general interest and complete a variety of language tasks
· write longer personalized essays on familiar topics using vocabulary and structures you have learned in this and previous courses
· demonstrate a broad understanding of a variety of topics related to the culture and society of the region
Course text:
The primary text for the second year course is Georgian: A Reading Grammar (Corrected edition) by Howard I. Aronson (1990). In addition, the course will make increasing use of authentic reading materials including stories, newspaper and magazine articles on a variety of topics. Supplementary materials will be provided by the instructor as necessary.
Video and audio material:

Authentic materials such as Georgian films, broadcasts and recordings will be used in class and as part of homework assignments to improve students’ listening comprehension skills. All materials that will be used in class are available at the film library at the Center for Slavic and East European studies. Specific details about such assignments will be announced in class.
Caucasus Discussion Group:  

Students have the option of coming to regular meetings to discuss Georgian and other Caucasus issues.  The discussion group will meet for two hours on Fridays, specific time TBA.

Grading:  

Your grade in this course will be based primarily on your performance on assessments that test your skill in reading, writing, listening, and speaking. Class participation and preparation are essential to your learning and will contribute significantly to your performance.   There will be reading and writing assignments for each class, and occasional listening comprehension exercises.  Your course grade will be determined according to the following formula:

The two quizzes will test listening and reading skills. They will test your ability to understand spoken and written Georgian.  

There will also be a midterm and a comprehensive final exam at the end of the quarter that will each count for 30% of your final course grade.  Both exams will include oral, listening, reading components, controlled writing (grammar and vocabulary) and free writing (essay) sections.  The midterm will take place during a regularly scheduled class meeting. 
Makeup work will be permitted only when the instructor is presented with acceptable documentation. Legitimate excused absences include the following: verifiable confining illness, serious verifiable family emergencies, subpoenas, jury duty, and military service.  It is the student’s responsibility to notify his/her instructor of any excused absence as far in advance as possible. Work must be made up in a timely manner and before the next scheduled evaluation. Documentation of excused absence must be presented as soon as possible. No documentation will be accepted after the last day of regularly scheduled classes.

Participation, preparation and attendance: Successful language learning requires frequent interaction, diligent preparation and active participation. For this reason, it is imperative that you attend class faithfully. Each day that you are absent will not only seriously affect your participation grade, but will also affect your performance on the tests, quizzes and homework. By missing class or coming to class unprepared, you are less likely to learn the material, will be unable to achieve your own language learning goals, and will deprive your classmates of opportunities to learn as well. After three absences, your instructor will file an OSU absence report. A friendly reminder: be respectful to your classmates and your instructor and please come on time!

The class attendance and participation portion of your grade will be based on a daily evaluation by your instructor of your participation in class, based on a point score from 0 to 5.  These daily grades are meant to encourage steady, consistent effort. Your class attendance and participation grade for the class will be assigned according to the average of your daily grades. Your daily class participation will be assessed according to the following scale:

0 = student is absent, unavailable for participation grade


1 = not prepared for class, does not participate



2 = rarely volunteers, rarely able to answer when called on


3 = usually prepared, but preparation inconsistent; answers when called on, uses Georgian when required; willingly participates in class activities, stays on task during partner/group work


4 = regularly prepared; answers when called on; willingly participates in class activities; stays on task during partner/group work; makes a conscious effort to use as much Georgian as possible; volunteers answers to open questions (not directed at anyone).


5 = high level of preparation; answers when called on; willingly participates in class activities; stays on task during partner/group work; uses Georgian almost exclusively volunteers answers to open questions (not directed at anyone); shares pertinent information; asks questions or volunteers information that is relevant to the class.

Homework: 
Homework will be assigned for each class meeting. You are responsible for your own learning. Do your homework each day and be prepared to turn it in. Make every effort to keep up - it is much easier than trying to catch up! If answers to the assignments are provided, you should correct your homework before turning them in. Homework is assessed on a daily basis according to the following scale:

0 = did not turn in
1 = carelessly done with many mistakes; open-ended activities carelessly prepared
3 = some exercises done carefully, others hastily completed
5 = carefully done; open-ended activities show thought and attention

You will lose half a point of the homework score for each day that the homework is late. Class attendance and diligence in completing homework assignments are the most important components in studying Georgian and the final grade reflects this.
