MUS 101.37 Functional Guitar

Attached is the revised syllabus for MUS 101.37, a new course being submitted for the School of Music.

This course in functional guitar is designed for the non-music major who would like to add music skills to their undergraduate experience at Ohio State. The main component of this course is technical skill development. Similar to 101.01 (piano), and 101.02 (voice), this course will be added to potential courses that can be used towards a minor in music.

The School of Music has 18 guitars for student use. Students taking this course do not need to own a guitar. Additionally, students may sign out a guitar during evenings and weekends to practice in the building.

We project that enrollment for this course will grow quickly. Initially, we expect to offer four sections of 18 in a section, and within the year double the offerings to eight sections. The sections will initially be taught by graduate teaching associates within their acceptable loads. However, as the course enrollment increases, we expect to add an adjunct position.
