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Responses to Committee concerns:

1.       The committee asks that you give a very brief explanation of the timeline you anticipate for IRB approval. Some of the faculty noted that the review process can take longer than a quarter.
I will check with IRB to see if student research is exempt from review. At the very least, I want them to understand the research process as it pertains to social science research and specifically research in education.
2.       The committee is concerned that workload might be too much, both for you and the students. Because this is a two-credit class, there should be approximately 4 hours of work outside class time. Do you feel that what you have proposed can reasonably be accomplished in this time?
I think the workload is manageable since the students are primarily working in groups.  However, if the committee has specific recommendations on how to reduce the workload, I will gladly incorporate them to revise the syllabus. 
3.       A few administrative notes for the syllabus:
a.       the course would be a 347 since you are requesting graded status (348 is s/u)
b.      it was suggested that it might benefit the students to see “Select one for research project at the first class meeting” under the text listings so that the students who see the syllabus before the class begins don’t chose one book outside of the in class discussion.
c.       In your assignment table, change Reading response journal to just Response journal for consistency
d.      Under technology, perhaps add “of the 20pts” to the last sentence: Participation in the Carmen Discussion Forums is 10%....
