The Sciences subcommittee of the CCI reviewed semester conversion proposals for three Communication Minors (Organizational Communication, Communication, and Media in Society) at their meeting on January 24 and voted unanimously to approve all three with a few minor contingencies.   Three issues are common to all the proposed minors:
First, there is a small typo in the letter from the Associate Dean.  The last paragraph reads: “Because of technical issues with PACER the Communication Technology and Organizational Communication minor as listed as new…”  The letter should read, “minor is listed as new…”

Second, all information in the rationale for program changes that deals with the major and the list of courses for the major (3 pages) should be removed.
Third, the advising sheet suggests that the Minor form be completed “Upon completion of the minor,” but it is typically better to have the student file the minor form earlier.  The line could be removed or a rationale offered why students should wait until completion of the minor to file the form. 

One additional comment is specific to the Communication Minor: At least six credits need to be at the 3000 level or above for all ASC minors, so that some courses will need to be added, renumbered, or changed, and a noted included to the effect that students select at least six hours at the 3000 level or above.

Once these changes are made we will forward these minors to the full CCI with a recommendation for approval.
