Dear Professor Krissek:

The CCI’s Arts and Humanities 2 subcommittee met on January 20, 2011, and reviewed the semester conversion plan for the minor in Modern Greek submitted by the Department of Greek and Latin.  The proposed minor is almost a direct conversion of the quarter-based major, with one year of Modern Greek as a pre-requisite, except that the number of courses in the minor is now 5 rather than 4.  The committee approved the minor unanimously, contingent on correction of a few minor issues: 
· Stating program learning goals in student-centered, active verb language

· Addition of some courses in the program description that appear to have been inadvertently left out
· Removal of a number of graduate-level courses
· On the semester advising sheet adding that students need advisor approval for courses taken in allied field
· A statement in the program description and advising sheet that at least 6 hours of upper-level course work must be taken
The committee also noted some non-substantive corrections (e.g., change GEC to GE, change “quarter” to “semester”  on semester advising sheet, delete irrelevant courses from curriculum map).

With these corrections made, the committee feels that the proposal is ready for review by the full CCI and we forward it accordingly.
