Larry:

The Sciences subcommittee of the CCI met on Monday, April 25 to review the semester conversion proposal for the Fashion and Retail Studies Minor.  The minor is a straight conversion from its quarter version with one structural change: the four course requirement has been dropped down to a three semester requirement. The minor will continue to require two additional elective courses.  The Sciences subcommittee approved the proposal unanimously contingent upon the following changes and corrections.

To the deep chagrin of some on the committee, “waive” was misspelled as “wave” on the transition plan. Also, the 2000 level electives listed on the course list and the semester advising sheet will not be available to students in fulfillment of the minor requirements, as they will not permit students to take the minimum 6 credit hours in upper-division courses.  Students who take either 2373 or 2374 will have to go beyond the 15 hour minimum for the minor.  We recommend either that those courses be removed from the minor or that a warning be included on the advising sheet that these courses will extend the minimum number of hours for the minor.
