Dr. Ola Ahlqvist's research interests include semantic uncertainty, spatial analysis, and Neogeography. His most recent work is on combining Web Mapping with Massive Multiplayer Online Gaming in a platform for social-environmental simulation, collaboration, and decision making. Other recent projects address land cover change, landscape history, geographic information cyberinfrastructures, visualization of vague information, and participatory mapping. 
Dr. Ahlqvist has a professional background in local and regional environmental planning. In 2001 he earned a PhD in Geography with emphasis on physical geography from Stockholm University, Sweden. After post-doctoral work at Penn State University he is now Assistant Professor at the Department of Geography, The Ohio State University, where he teaches courses in cartography, geographic visualization, and the geospatial web.
