Re: Integrated Determinants of Health Minor Semester Conversion Proposal

May 15, 2011

Dean Lucey:

The Sciences Subcommittee of the CCI met to review the Semester Conversion proposal for the Integrated Determinants of Health minor and approved the proposal unanimously.  There were, however, a number of questions, comments, and corrections that we noticed that will need to be addressed before the proposal goes forward to the full CCI.  I've numbered the comments below in the order of their appearance in the document.  

 1. PACER:

· The blank line on the Credit Hour Explanation chart should be filled in (maximum credit hours offered by the unit).

· Other PACER numbers may need correction. For example, the minimum and maximum hours taken outside the unit seem to be 5 and 9 (rather than 8 and 9). The quarter numbers seem to be 7 and 15 (rather than 11 and 15).  

· The credit hour totals for semester courses should also be filled in so that totals on the PACER chart can be checked.  For example, since the minimum credit hours required for the minor is 14, not all the courses are three hours, but it's impossible to tell how the minimum would be achieved without credit hour totals for each course.

· Program learning goal #2 reads more like a statement of the goal for the minor as a whole, or for the study of Integrative Medicine in general, rather than as one targeted goal of the minor. Also, goal #2 (and to a lesser extent, goal #3) are quite long.  One consequence of their length and inclusiveness is that assessment measures designed to measure how well students achieve these goal might be difficult to design, whereas goals that target single, discreet skills could be assessed with greater ease and validity.  Alternatively, as program learning goals are not required for minors, these could be removed (in which case, the curricular map should be removed as well) to avoid inviting negative scrutiny.  If the goals are kept, they should each be kept within one box.

· The name of the program on the PACER form is Integrated Determinants of Health Minor, but the proposal itself calls the minor Integrated Approaches to Health and Wellness, while the advising sheets use Integrative Approaches to Health and Wellness.  These names should be identical or, if this is indeed a name change as it appears to be (the abbreviation on the quarter advising sheet differs from than on the PACER form), this change request should be indicated on PACER (it would then be a significant rather than minimal change in the Conversion Designation) and in the proposal itself (and perhaps the supporting letters).

2.  Proposal 

· The program learning goals in the proposal (point 15) are different from the PACER learning goals. If goals are kept, they should be identical.  Since the goals in the proposal are shorter and more targeted than the goals on the PACER form, they might be transferred to the PACER form. Alternatively (as mentioned above) they could be deleted.  

3. Semester Advising Sheet

· The semester advising sheet should include the ASC rule that at least 6 credit hours need to be at the 3000 level or above.

· Since 1000 level courses cannot count towards a minor, a note should be added that if students take EALL 1231, they will need  to take an additional class, making the minor 15 hours rather than 12.  This would also be true for any other 1000 level classes listed (including the equivalent of Bio 101, possibly).

· All courses should have semester course numbers (some still have quarter numbers).

· The title for Anatomy 3300 needs to be included.

· All GEC language sould be replaced with GE, and the credit hours under “Arts and Sciences minimum program guidelines” should be 12 (rather than 12-15).

· Finally, there was a question about Comm 2620. Is its title, Introduction to Interpersonal Communication: Alexander Technique? Or is Alexander Technique a separate course? If so, it will need a Book III listing and course number.
