Re: Semester Conversion Proposal for Globalization Studies Minor.

The Sciences subcommittee of the CCI met on Monday May 16th to review the semester conversion proposal for the Globalization Studies minor.

The Globalization Studies minor has undergone two structural changes through conversion. First, a second course, Comparative Studies 3360, has been added as a second required course.  Second, the names and makeup of the two categories of electives has been altered.  Under quarters, students chose two courses from “Cultural Dimensions” and two from “Economic, Environmental, and Political Dimensions.”  Because both categories included International Studies courses, students could complete all their course work within International Studies.  The new categories are “Arts and Humanities” and “Social Sciences,” such that the first category (Arts and Humanities) will require students to take additional courses outside of International Studies.  The course lists for both categories have also been updated.  In other ways, the conversion is straightforward.  We noted that the semester advising sheet looks much the same as the course list and might be revised to include ASC minor rules, but in other ways the proposal looked ready to move forward to the full CCI.
