Course Description: Statistics 133 is an introduction to the basic concepts of probability and statistics, sample statistics, discrete and continuous probability distributions, and sampling distributions for means and proportions. We will use Minitab 14 software (required by the business school), though no previous computing experience is required for this course. This course meets twice a week for lecture (1 hr and 18 minutes) and once a week for recitation (48 minutes) for a total of 4 credits. The prerequisite for this course is Math 132.
Required Texts and Materials:

1) Statistics for Management and Economics (7th Edition), by Keller. 

2) Minitab How-To Guide (bundled with textbook, or singly at campus main bookstore). OSU Dept. of Statistics.
Technology (for recitation and homework):  
· Calculators:  A scientific calculator is required. You will be expected to bring one to all lectures and recitations. A graphing calculator is not required. No cell phone calculators will be allowed on exams.
· Software
· We will at times use computer software in this course. When we use it in recitation, we will use Minitab 14. Minitab 14 output will also be used on exams, so you will be expected to understand and interpret Minitab 14output for this course.
· For homework, you can use either Minitab 14 or MS Excel; it is your choice.

· Minitab 14 is available on the computers in the lab used for your recitation (EA complex).

· Minitab is also available in other labs on campus. Go to this website and type in ‘Minitab’ in  “software title”: http://sccweb.it.ohio-state.edu/public/software.cfm
· Data Files for homework problems from the textbook 
· These files are included on the CD that comes with your textbook. There are several versions; use the either the Minitab or Excel version. Note: Minitab software is NOT on the CD that comes with your textbook. 
· The data files (Minitab version) are also available on the Stat 133 website. 
· Minitab How-To Guide is required for this course. You will be expected to bring it to recitation and to use it for recitation activities.
· MS Excel How-To Guide is optional. It is available for purchase separately at the university bookstore. It is an excellent resource for those who plan to use MS Excel for homework.

Statistics Help Room: There is free help available in Cockins Hall Room 130/132 most hours M-F. We encourage you to visit the help room when the Stat 133 TAs are there -- see page 1 of the syllabus -- (you can see any of the Stat 133 TAs, not just your own), but you are also welcome to visit during any of the rest of the hours and a TA from another course will be happy to try to help you. Exams:  
· There will be two common evening midterm exams and one common evening final exam (see course schedule and course website for details on where and when they are). The final exam will be comprehensive with a slight emphasis on those topics covered after the midterm. Statistical tables will be provided as needed. Calculators (but no cell phones) may be used on the midterm and final exams. One 8.5 x 11 inch sheet of paper (both sides), with whatever facts, formulas, or explanations you find helpful, hand written or typed, may be brought to the midterm exam. Two sheets of paper (as described for the midterm) may be brought to the final exam. Realize that since we know you have this information available, the exam questions will reflect that, so prepare accordingly.
· Exam Time Conflicts: If you have a work or class conflict with the scheduled time for any of these exams, please let Dr. Rumsey (course coordinator) know in writing (email is fine) as soon as possible so that she can make alternative arrangements. She will ask you for documentation to support your needing alternative arrangements. These exams have been registered with the university schedulers, and are part of the master exam schedule.
· Exam Content: Your textbook and homework assignments will help you understand the basic ideas at the first level, but the ideas and content from lecture and recitation will be your most important resource in this class. It is there that we will focus on identifying and really understanding the most important concepts, putting the ideas into practice, interpreting our results (at times using Minitab output) and looking more in depth at the meaning and application of the concepts learned. Going to lecture and recitation and participating in all activities is expected, and will be critical for success in this course. If you miss a lecture or recitation, it is your responsibility to get the notes and related materials from someone else in the class. The exams will be heavily weighted toward the ideas, concepts, examples, problems, and activities presented and covered in lecture and recitation, and will follow the sections in your book according to the lecture schedule. Review materials will also be provided on the Stat 133 website.
· Exams will contain True/False (T/F), Multiple Choice (MC), and “Work it Out” problems. Percentages will vary, but roughly 55%-75% of each exam will be T/F and MC, and the rest will be “Work it Out” problems. The first exam will contain more MC and TF, and later exams will contain more “Work it Out” problems, as we get into use of more equations. We will give you opportunities to practice some of these types of problems in lecture and recitation. 
· Note that T/F and MC problems are different than what you will see in the textbook, and the problems you will see on exams will also differ in number and content from the exact problems you will see in lecture and recitation. The goal is to develop a clear understanding of the underlying concepts, properties and techniques, and when to apply them using what we emphasized in lecture and recitation (supported by your textbook).
· Minitab 14 output may appear on exams and you will be expected to use the output to answer various questions. 

· Make-Up Exams: Except in extreme emergencies, make-up exams will not be given. If this happens, please contact Dr. Rumsey (course coordinator) immediately.  She will ask for documentation from you to support your request for a make-up exam. All make-up exams are subject to my approval. No early finals unless you are a graduating senior.

· Regrade policy for quizzes and the midterm: If you have a question about the grading of a quiz or your midterm, you may file an appeal with Dr. Rumsey (course coordinator). An appeal consists of a neatly written or typed note on 8.5 x 11 paper attached to your quiz or exam that explains what she should consider. All appeals must be filed with Dr. Rumsey within one week of receiving your quiz or exam back from your TA. Please note that when presented with a grade appeal, we do have the option to look through the entire assessment for other potential grading mistakes.  
· Full credit on homework and exam problems: You need to show your justification for or work on each homework or exam problem. Answers without work will not receive full credit.
Recitation: 
· The way the course is currently structured (as a 4 credit course), you only have one 48 minute recitation per week so we have to make the most of it. Recitation time will not be spent introducing the material presented in lecture. You will be using your completed lecture notes during certain recitation activities so always bring them with you to recitation.
· Recitation time will be spent doing many different types of activities. 
· We will try to help you with questions that you might have. 
· You will work in groups on activities to help understand, practice, and look more in depth at the current material. 
· You will have individual activities to assess what you know from previous material to give you feedback on your understanding of the concepts. 
· You will be allowed to use your course notes to do your recitation activities, so bring them to class each day.

· Each recitation will be worth 25 possible points. Part of the points may be given for attending (the full recitation) and participating actively. Other points will come from graded items such as individual and/or group activities that will be going on that day in recitation. Each week the breakdown of how those points can be earned will be explained to you at the beginning of recitation. 
· If you are more than 5 minutes late or leave more than 5 minutes early for a recitation without prior notification and approval by your TA, participation points will automatically be deducted. We also expect you to participate actively and positively in the recitation; failure to do so will result in your in losing some or all of the participation points for that recitation.  
· If you miss a graded recitation due to an illness or emergency, that is one that will be dropped. If you have to miss class for an extended period of time due to illness or other emergency, see the course coordinator as soon as possible. You will need to provide documentation for all missed recitations in that case.
Homework: 
· You will have 7 homework assignments (25 pts each). Homework exercises and due dates are listed at the end of the syllabus. Use computer software for as many of the calculations and graphics as you can on your homework.
· All homework turned in must include your name, the name of your TA, your group number, and the day and time of your recitation. Staple, do not fold the corners, of your homework pages. For security reasons and your own protection, please include your name in pen on the top of each page of homework submitted. Points will be deducted if these directions are not followed.
· We expect you to turn in your homework in lecture on the due date. Do not turn in your homework in recitation. In extenuating circumstances, you can submit your homework to the Statistics Homework Drop Box --Outside 413 Cockins Hall -- by 3pm. on the due date.  Be sure to include the course number (Stat 133), as well as the name of your TA, and the day and time of your recitation, since many courses use the same drop box. Homework placed in the dropbox after that time will not be accepted. 
· We will try our best to keep track of all papers, and we seldom have any problems with this. However, we cannot be responsible for lost or missing homework. Please make a copy of your homework before you turn it in and please write your name on your homework assignment in pen. If you don’t get your homework back with the rest of the students, or your grade is not posted, you must notify us within a week. We can’t help you if you notify us late in the quarter about missing grades. 
· If you are going to be out of town on a homework due date, you need to turn in your homework before the due date, not after. You can give them to your lecturer, your TA, or put them in the Statistics Homework Drop Box. If you miss a homework and/or recitation due to an illness or emergency, it will be counted towards the ones that are dropped. Late homework will receive a 0. If you miss more than three assignments (homework or recitation) due to an emergency, contact your lecturer within a week of your return. We will only approve valid and documented excuses. 

· Homework Solutions: Solutions to homework assignments will be posted on the course website on the day after the homework is due. For homework assignments submitted close to a quiz or test date, we suggest that you make a copy of your work so that you can compare your work to the posted solutions.

· Questions about Homework: We will spend some but not all recitation time answering homework questions. However, we do provide free help in Cockins Hall Room 130/132 M-F, and each Stat 133 TA spends two hours per week in that room (see the top of the syllabus). The lecturers are also happy to help you during office hours or by prior appointment (see the top of the syllabus).  Please take advantage of these opportunities and to come to us right away if you need help.
Grade Components:  
Your final course grade will be based on the following components:

· Attend lecture and recitation and keeping all notes and materials up to date and in good order
· Participate in lecture and recitation problem solving activities
· Stay current with the material and asking questions when you have them, either in class or out of class
· Do the assigned homework on time and reading the textbook (readings listed on lecture schedule)
· Make sure you have a clear understanding of the material so you can do well on exams
· Contact us right away if you are having difficulties or if any of your grades are missing or in error. We can be of most help when you ask early on.
Academic Misconduct:  Please help us to maintain an academic environment of mutual respect, fair treatment, and personal growth. You are expected to produce original and independent work for exams. Although students are encouraged to work together on homework assignments, each student is to submit her/his own written work in his/her own words for all graded activities done in or out of class.
