This letter is to accompany the proposed Naval Science Minor. We discussed this minor at our May 18th meeting. The minor is a new minor that is likely to appeal to ASC students. (It also seems to parallel the revised Air Science Minor, which we also approved.) There was an extended discussion of the fact that the minor includes 12 credit hours at the 2000-level or higher. In addition, 2 1000-level courses are required. While this structure conforms to the language adopted by the ASC CC earlier this academic year, at least one knowledgeable member of the subcommittee felt that there was a still preference to include 1000-level courses in prerequisites rather than as requirements and the subcommittee would be grateful for any clarification. Aside from that issue, the minor was viewed as a valuable addition for ASC students and the subcommittee approved it unanimously.
