Subject: Approval of Architectural Studies Minor and Landscape Architectural Studies Minor

The SBS panel on Sept. 12 approved proposals for a minor in Architectural Studies and a minor in Landscape Architectural Studies. The minor in Architectural Studies offers students in several related fields the opportunity to explore the significance of architecture in the culture through study of the political, social, economic and technological factors that contribute to architecture in the environment. The minor in Landscape Architectural Studies emphasizes examination of “our collective built and altered environment,” implicating subjects such as environment, urbanization, transportation, health and energy, all of wide interest to many OSU undergraduate students. 
The panel members found the proposals to be strong, pointing out only one minor mistake in one of the proposals. These “non-ASC minors for ASC students” have been approved by CAA. 
The panel vote was unanimous. 
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
