Subject: Approval of Minor in Health, Environment, Risk, and Science Communication
The SBS Panel on March 28, 2014, unanimously approved a proposal by the School of Communication to establish a Minor in Health, Environment, Risk, and Science Communication, intended to provide students, in the words of the proposal, “with an understanding of the role of communication in health and health care, science, and the communication of risk. All of these areas deal with the communication of complex information that has implications for people's well-being and safety.”

The panel had no objections to the substance of the minor but asked for CAA-required concurrences (which became requests of 22 academic units), new CAA-required information, information on expected student enrollment, and the desired implementation date for the minor.
The committee’s decision to approve the proposal was unanimous.
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
