Dear Rebecca,

At our meeting on Friday April 18th, 2014 the Arts and Humanities Panel reviewed the proposed GE revisions to the Industrial Design, Interior Design and Visual Communication Design Bachelor of Science in Design (BSD) major programs.  
The rationale for the revisions was a recommended increase in the number of Art and Design History credits to twelve (12) made by The National Association of Schools of Art and Design (NASAD) in their 2013 accreditation report. 
To comply with this recommendation, the revisions to each of the above Bachelor of Science in Design (BSD) major programs were as follows: 

1) Add “History of Art 2001, Western Art 1: Ancient and Medieval Worlds” to the “Historical Study” category.
2) Move “History of Art 2002” from the “Historical Study” category to the “Second Historical Study” category.
3) Add “Choose one 3 credit hour course from History of Art 3000-level or above” to the “Open Option” GE category, which would effectively reduce the open credits to three (3), from the current total of six (6).

The panel understood and agreed with the rationale and proposed revisions and the majority of the discussion was concerning some discrepancies between the cover letter of proposed revisions and the advising sheets. Since the meeting these discrepancies have been satisfactorily cleared up. The panel voted unanimously to approve this proposed GE revisions to the Industrial Design, Interior Design and Visual Communication Design Bachelor of Science in Design (BSD) major programs.
