The ASCC NMS Panel is pleased to forward the Proposal for a Biology Baccalaureate Program 
(B.S. and B.A., Pre-Health Professions Specialization) at The Ohio State University at Marion for approval through the Arts and Sciences Curriculum Committee.

The proposed offering of the Biology major at OSU- Marion will open the opportunity for area students to attend Ohio State Marion and to complete a science degree in biology.
