The ASCC NMS Panel is pleased to forward the School of Earth Sciences Proposal for revisions to the Earth Sciences B.S. Program for approval through the Arts and Sciences Curriculum Committee.

The proposed changes are designed to (i) reduce the variability in the number of courses with labs in the core of the subprograms, (ii) establish a requirement for a Senior Thesis  for all students, (iii) add research and internship courses as electives to subprograms that previously did not have these options, (iv) increase the available courses in the core of the Geophysics subprogram, and reorganize those courses into more discipline-coherent groups,  and (v) include core courses from the other 3 subprograms in the electives of the individual subprograms to enhance time-to-completion for students who change subprograms.
The proposal was discussed at the September 22, 2014 meeting of the NMS Panel.

The panel identified areas of concern, or in need of clarification:
-increased faculty workload due required Senior Thesis projects in all subprograms;

-clarification regarding the use of/difference in .01 and .02 version of 4998/4999(H) courses;
-request that 4 credit hour GE courses are included in the 4-year plan to accommodate foreign language requirement.
The issues raised by the ASCC NMS Panel have been addressed in the resubmitted proposal. In addition, the revised proposal now addresses also transition, and advising during the transition period.
The ASCC NMS Panel voted unanimously in support of the Proposal for revisions to the Earth Sciences B.S. Program.
