The Department of Women’s Studies is in the process of re-organizing and re-envisioning our graduate curriculum, especially in view of the coursework requirements of the PhD program.  We also wanted an organization that reflects our faculty specialties and exam fields and that provides a framework for identifying and naming courses that still need to be developed.
The principles we have followed include:

· Courses ending in xx0 will be theory or general topic-setting rubrics for the immediately following numbers. 
· The 2nd digit will suggest the content area within the overall graduate curriculum

· The 700- and 800- level classes will be aligned topically, so that, for instance, 770 will be our theoretical or general course on sexuality and 870 will be Topics in Sexuality Studies. 

· The 7xx-level will be a wide variety of content-based subject-focused courses, and will include the theory core.  These courses are appropriate for all graduate students, but are particularly intended for MA students.

· The 8xx-level will be more advanced readings, practicums, methodology, and research courses. These courses are appropriate for advanced MA students and all PhD students.

We are also increasing the number of time the topics courses can be repeated (compared to their earlier identities at 775.0x) in order to accommodate the needs of PhD students who also earned a master’s degree in our program.  Students may not repeat a course with the same syllabus.
