1) How this course meets the general principles of the GEC Model Curriculum and the special goals of the categories for which it is being proposed:

This course fulfills the following principles of the GEC Model Curriculum: it aims to increase students’ abilities to do critical analysis; it promotes students’ abilities to understand and make informed responses to cultural traditions; it assumes students should have the skills to interpret and articulate debates about social issues as they are reflected in those traditions.
This course specifically fulfills the GEC requirement for Arts and Literature: Visual/Performing Arts.  It aims to guide students in the critical evaluation of a variety of texts, including film, television, music, and advertising.  The course guides students in the close readings of these texts and also in the study of these texts within their cultural and historical contexts. Thus it requires them to examine their themes, genres, aesthetic codes, and cultural meanings.
2) An assessment plan for the course:  Instructors of the course will get SEI evaluations and also discursive evaluations from students.  These evaluations are, in turn, reviewed by the department chair.
