Course Description:
Every important writer of novels has written in the short form of the story.
We will think about the qualities and conventions of story writing, as we read broadly in the genre within the 20th and 21st Centuries. The reading assignments will be short. Discussions will be lively. Your most important grade for the semester will be based on your participation in class. 

Texts:
An anthology of short stories may be assigned. Most of the stories will be posted on Canvas.
Course Policies:
Attendance and participation are both required. Every student will give an oral “report,”  which be leading discussion for a good part of  class (15-20 minutes..or so). This means that you will come to class with a list of four or five discussion questions that you think will spark debate.  
Grading:
Will be graded S/U.  To earn the “S” grade, students must attend regularly and participate in discussion. In general, grades will consist of  attendance and participation (50%); and leading discussion (50%) .
