Required text: Keith Sidwell, ed., Reading Medieval Latin (Cambridge: Cambridge Univ. Press, 1995).  Although the textbook includes a glossary, it only covers words not included in medium-sized dictionaries of classical Latin, so students should have daily access to a good basic dictionary (the small Lewis and Short is excellent; Cassell’s is easier to use).  Students should also have access to a good reference grammar (I recommend Allan and Greenough or Gildersleeve and Lodge).
