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Painting and Drawing for Theatre
The primary purpose of this course is not to create art but to communicate articulately using a visual

language. As a collaborative art, theatrical design demands the ability to quickly process and share
ideas visually. This course focuses on dry, (pencil, colored pencil, charcoal), wet (watercolor, acrylic
paint) and digital (Photoshop) rendering specifically for theatrical designers. The drawing and
painting aspects center upon human figures (clothed), decorative objects and architectural studies
that relate to helping the student understand how to translate their ideas of scenic, property and, to
a somewhat lesser extent, lighting design. The digital aspects focus on scenic ground plans,
elevations, and lighting design.
