  To what extent are cultural globalization’s 
effects salutary, and to what extent 
destructive? By what ethical standards can we 
judge these effects? 
 

This course examines a variety of situations in which music “moves”— that is, musicians or music 
travel away from their points of origin into politically and culturally distant places. This process is 
commonly known as “cultural globalization.”  We will consider how music is transmitted from one 
place to another and how its styles and meanings can change in a new geographical context. We will 
think about the processes by which hybrid styles are created, and we will consider the human aspirations 
involved in assimilating to a new culture or preserving one’s heritage. We will also examine the impact 
of technology on musical globalization, considering the similarities and differences between situations 
in which music moves with its makers and situations in which it is “sent” via recordings or broadcast 
media. Our topics of study will include the music of the Roma, the African diaspora in the Americas, 
American popular musics in Eastern Europe and East Asia, the use of music as a propaganda tool and 
vehicle of protest during the cold war, and the interaction of European classical music with musics of 
other lands. 

Objectives: 
By the end of this course: 

• Students will gain aural and conceptual familiarity with a variety of music cultures from around 
the world, and they will come to understand the various means by which culture is transmitted 
across borders. 

• Students will become acquainted with several current theories of globalization and evaluate them 
critically in light of specific evidence from the musical cultures under discussion. 

• Students will develop basic skills for thinking, doing research, and writing about music both as 
sound and as a revealing part of the web of culture. 

• Students will evaluate the “global” aspects of their personal and local musical environments and 
develop an awareness of the dynamics of immigration, social class, and group identity. 
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General education goals and expected learning outcomes 
As part of the Visual and Performing Arts category of the General Education curriculum, this course is 
designed to prepare students to be able to do the following: 

• Students evaluate significant works of art in order to develop capacities for aesthetic and 
historical response and judgment; interpretation and evaluation; critical listening, reading, 
seeing, thinking, and writing; and experiencing the arts and reflecting on that experience. 
o Students analyze, appreciate, and interpret significant works of art. 
o Students engage in informed observation and/or active participation in a discipline within the 

visual, spatial, and performing arts. 
 
As part of the Global Studies, Diversity category of the General Education curriculum, this course is 
designed to prepare students to be able to do the following: 

• Students understand the pluralistic nature of institutions, society, and culture in the United States 
and across the world in order to become educated, productive, and principled citizens 
o  Students understand some of the political, economic, cultural, physical, social, and 

philosophical aspects of one or more of the world's nations, peoples and cultures outside the 
U.S. 

o Students recognize the role of national and international diversity in shaping their own 
attitudes and values as global citizens.  

In meeting the objectives of this course (above), students will fulfill these GE outcomes.

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Assignment 1 

Description:  

Find someone who was not born in the United States, preferably someone who spent their 
formative years in another country. (This could be a family member, a fellow student, or someone 
you know from any other context.) Ask this person if they are willing to spend a few hours 
discussing their musical experiences with you. Conduct an in-depth interview in which you learn 
about the effects of their migration on their musical experience. What kinds of music-making do 
they participate in? What did they listen to before they moved here? What do they listen to now? If 
there was a change, to what do they attribute the change? What live music do they listen to, 
where, and with whom? What recordings do they listen to most often, and from what sources do 
they obtain them? Gather as much specific information as you can. 

Please do not turn in a transcript of the interview. Instead, compose an essay of about 750-800 
words in your best prose that summarizes the person’s experience as accurately as you can and 
analyzes it in terms of the issues of diaspora and globalization we have been studying. See if what 
you learn can be made relevant to the “big questions” of this course, and make sure the claims you 
make are supported by the evidence you offer. Give your essay a meaningful title, and submit your 
essay as a PDF or .docx file via Carmen. 

Assignment 2 

Description:  

The purpose of this writing assignment is to extend the oral history work you did in Assignment 1 
by supplementing it with library research. You will connect the specific experiences of your 
interview subject with larger cultural and historical trends, and analyze those experiences more 
fully by examining them in the context of ideas about globalization. You will present your findings 
both in a brief presentation (discussed later in the syllabus) and in a written paper. 

You are strongly encouraged to discuss your ideas for Assignment 2 with me over the course of 
the semester, via email or during office hours. I will be happy to provide guidance and research 
support. OSU’s music library staff are also an excellent resource: they know a great deal and they 
are glad to answer questions. 

For this assignment you will use library resources to locate at least three relevant sources by 
well-informed authors. (Note: to find three sources that really support your argument, you may 
need to look at or skim a dozen or more irrelevant ones. This is part of doing research!) You may 
also use relevant internet sources, provided you are careful about choosing sources where the 
information is reliable. We will discuss in class how to find and evaluate sources and how to 
connect sources with your own ideas. 

Your written paper should comprise not more than 1200 words of your best prose style. The paper 
should build on the interview by offering more information that sheds new light on the interviewee’s 
experiences. The difference between this assignment and the previous one is that as a result of 
your library research, you now have more information: you can sketch the broader scene in which 
your research subject’s observations can meaningfully be placed. Questions you could possibly 
address include the following: What factors influence this person’s choice of music? What aspects 
of this person’s listening practices are a result of passing time, personal experience, and new 
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media, and what changes are a result of migration? How is the music the person is most attached 
to affected by the processes of globalization? How can the specific information you have gathered 
help us answer the central questions of our course? For example, if you interviewed a Canadian 
person who talked about how American music dominated his youthful listening experiences, you 
might look for some articles that talk about the relationship between the Canadian and American 
music markets, and then use the information from those articles together with what your interview 
subject said to describe the Canadian-American situation. 

Remember to cite your sources (both interviewees and written materials) accurately and 
thoroughly. A footnote citation to your Assignment 2 interview can be formatted like this: Firstname 
Lastname, oral history interview, 12 September 2019. A good guide on citations can be found 
here: Chicago Manual of Style Citation Quick Guide (Notes and Bibliography) 
 

Presentation of Assignment 2 

Description:  

You will have a maximum of 5 minutes to present your findings to the class. (Unfortunately, to fit 
everybody’s presentations in, I will have to cut off presentations that go over 5 minutes. Please 
rehearse and time your presentation.) Please tell us (a) your research question; (b) your most 
significant findings in seeking an answer, and (c) how those findings help you answer the major 
questions of this class (the boxed questions on page 1 of this syllabus). You may use 
supplementary audiovisual material, such as music examples. Please do not rely on the 
classroom internet connection. The time limit means you will have to be very selective about what 
you present. 

You may choose to present your findings orally or make your own short documentary about your 
findings using iMovie or PowerPoint. You will be graded on the intellectual substance of your 
presentation and its relevance to the main ideas of the course, not on the flashiness of the 
presentation style. As always, you must take care to avoid plagiarism: this assignment must 
consist of original thought.

Description:

This course examines a variety of situations in which music “moves”— that is, musicians or music travel away from their

points of origin into politically and culturally distant places. This process is commonly known as “cultural globalization.” 

We will consider how music is transmitted from one place to another and how its styles and meanings can change in a

new geographical context. We will think about the processes by which hybrid styles are created, and we will consider the

human aspirations involved in assimilating to a new culture or preserving one’s heritage. We will also examine the impact

of technology on musical globalization, considering the similarities and differences between situations in which music

moves with its makers and situations in which it is “sent” via recordings or broadcast media. Our topics of study will

include the music of the Roma (Gypsies), the African diaspora in the Americas, American popular musics in Eastern Europe

and East Asia, the use of music as a propaganda tool and vehicle of protest during the cold war, and the interaction of

European classical music with musics of other lands.

 

Objectives:

Students will gain aural and conceptual familiarity with a variety of music cultures from around the world, and they will

come to understand the various means by which culture is transmitted across borders.

Students will become acquainted with several current theories of globalization and evaluate them critically in light of

specific evidence from the musical cultures under discussion.

Students will develop basic skills for thinking, doing research, and writing about music both as sound and as a

revealing part of the web of culture.

Students will evaluate the “global” aspects of their personal and local musical environments and develop an

awareness of the dynamics of immigration, social class, and group identity.
