Addendum to the rationale:  
 
1. Clarification of the distinctions between recitations, labs, and class meetings as used in these courses.  
 
In the supporting documents, the theory faculty have clarified wording by using recitation rather than lab. Recitations and classes will function in accordance with ASC parameters:  
 
Recitations have smaller class sizes than lectures.  Recitations usually consist of a smaller subset of students from a larger lecture course.  In recitation, you have the opportunity to ask questions, get clarification on the lecture/notes, learn how to solve difficult homework problems, and take quizzes.  You might be required to participate in discussions about the lecture or course materials.  Go to recitation prepared to be an active participant.  Note-taking skills are important in recitation, but what is crucial is that you have done your readings and/or assignments so that you can participate in class discussions. Additionally, please revise the syllabus to show clearly students their expectations regarding the recitations versus the lecture components of the course.  
 
We will incorporate the following definitions/explanations with the syllabus to clarify meaning and expectations in lecture and recitation:  
 
Class Lectures will require good note-taking and listening skills.  Your midterms, final exams, and/or papers will cover material from your textbook, the lectures, or both.  You will need to employ excellent study skills to master the material. You are expected to attend class lectures as the content in these meetings will be reviewed and discussed in your recitation section.  
Recitations have smaller class sizes than lectures.  Recitations usually consist of a smaller subset of students from a larger lecture course.  In recitation, you have the opportunity to ask questions, get clarification on the lecture/notes, learn how to solve difficult homework problems, and take quizzes.  You might be required to participate in discussions about the lecture or course materials.  Go to recitation prepared to be an active participant.  Note-taking skills are important in recitation, but what is crucial is that you have done your readings and/or assignments so that you can participate in class discussions. 
These explanations are highlighted on the revised syllabus.
  
The Panel requests an implementation plan (that is, a transition plan) be provided that shows how the School of Music will make these new changes, with special attention given to students who are in the midst of the Music Theory and Aural Skills sequences. 
 
Students who are currently in the theory/aural skills sequence will be grandfathered in to the new 3/1 credit hour allotment. However, it is important to acknowledge that a few students (between 8-10 students are projected to fail one of these courses this term) might need a transition plan as they enter the second year of these sequences. For example, students who fail Aural Skills this year (2 credits) and take the course again next year (1 credit), would technically be short a credit hour in the music major section of their degree plan. Our academic advisor will work individually with students who require an additional credit within the major required for graduation. Given that students in music degrees most often choose to take more than the required 120 credit hours, we expect this to be an exception rather than a need. We will identity these students at the end of the current term, following posting of final grades. Our academic advisor checks all 310 grade reports of our current UGs, and we will have a clean list to develop individual plans for those who need assistance with the transition.
