College of Arts and Sciences Policies and General Requirements for Degree

Students must earn a minimum of 121 total credit hours. Remedial courses
(courses at the 10XX level or below, and English 1109) and credit hours earned in
repeated course work do not count toward the 121 hour minimum.

A maximum of 10 hours of non-Arts and Sciences and non-Arts and Sciences-
approved course work can be applied to your degree. Of the 10 hours, no more
than 4 may be from physical activities courses taught in Education: Physical
Activity and Educational Services (KNSFHP); physical activities courses include all
1100 level KNSFHP courses except for 1102, 1103, 1122, and 1137. A maximum
of 8 hours of technical credit may be counted toward the 10 hours of non-Arts and
Sciences and non-Arts and Sciences-approved course work; however, the
combination of KNSFHP, technical, and other non-Arts and Sciences credit hours
may not exceed 10.

Students must complete a total of 39 upper division hours. Upper-division courses
are defined as all Arts and Sciences courses at the 3000-level or above,
Philosophy 2500, all courses taught by departments in mathematical and physical
sciences (Astronomy, Chemistry and Biochemistry, Computer Science and
Engineering, Earth Sciences, Mathematics, Physics, and Statistics) at the 2000-
level and above (except for courses numbered 2194), and world language courses
taught in the language at the 2000-level.

Students must earn a minimum of 30 credit hours through regular course
enrollment at Ohio State.

Students must earn a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of at least 2.0 for all
work attempted at Ohio State. Additionally, students must earn a cumulative GPA
of at least 2.0 in their major.
