Welcome to Italian 421! The instructional approach taken in this course and in all of the intermediate and advanced Italian courses is Content-Based Instruction, which is a holistic approach to foreign language education; that is, you will develop your language skills (reading, writing, listening, speaking) while learning about a particular topic. This is a repeatable course that introduces students to a selection of works of Italian literature and investigates how literature can teach us about the culture and history of different periods. At the same time you will develop the necessary skills to read, write about, and discuss a selection of literary texts. New vocabulary will be derived from the texts and the topics that you will discuss. Grammar will be reviewed as necessary, but a certain number of structures will be targeted for focused review or presentation. These grammar points will be referred to as Targeted Structures. 
In this version of 421 we will explore the topic of "la solitudine," a word that in Italian means both being alone and loneliness.  While Italians are often thought of jolly and gregarious people, it is in fact the case that a number of works of art from the modern and contemporary period deal with "la solitudine" in both of its senses.  The course will consider short stories and poems by a variety of authors, such as Celati, Mozzi, Penna, Petri, Petrignani, Saba, Tabucchi, and Ungaretti, one opera, Puccini's Madama Butterfly, and one film from the neorealist period, De Sica's Umberto D. Grammar will be reviewed and tested throughout the course. The Targeted Structures for this course are: all forms of the subjunctive, la correlazione dei tempi, and conjunctions followed by the subjunctive. (The grammar topics covered in this course are among the most challenging for students of Italian and, therefore, can and should be covered more than once. If you take this course a second time, the grammar exercises and exam questions will, of course, be different.)
Course Goals:  Students who finish this course successfully will have expanded their knowledge of Italian culture through study and discussion of relevant texts of both a written and visual sort.  They will also have improved their abilities to understand, read, speak and write correct modern Italian.

Participation (attendance, quality of classroom interaction): Regular attendance and participation in class are essential for learning a foreign language. Therefore, students should prepare carefully for class by completing all assignments and readings in advance and being ready to participate actively and thoughtfully in class. Assignments will be one or two poems per class, depending on their length, 5-10 pages of prose per class depending on the difficulty of the texts involved, plus text summaries and grammar assignments.    

Compositions (1 [portfolio] composition): There will be four compositions, which will be graded using the rubric attached to this syllabus. Before turning in two of the four compositions, there will be an in-class writing workshop in which students will edit and discuss each other’s papers and during which time the instructor will provide feed-back to each student. The third composition will be written in two drafts. The instructor will indicate the errors in the first draft and you will rewrite the final version. You will be graded on the quality of both versions. For the last essay you will turn in one final version that will be graded. All compositions will be graded using the attached rubric. Students who are Italian majors may submit the last composition to their on-line assessment portfolio.

Oral presentations: Each student will prepare an oral presentation on a topic selected from a list prepared by the instructor (topics will include the authors, composers, and the literary works studied, a poetry analysis, a text summary, etc.). The presentation must include visuals and/or realia (Power Point preferred) and last approximately 10 minutes. The dates are not indicated on the syllabus; they will depend on the topics assigned by the instructor. The presentations will be graded using the attached rubric.

Exams: There will be a midterm and a final exam, both of which will test the course content as well as the grammar and vocabulary discussed. Do not miss the midterm. Students will only be allowed a make-up if they contact the instructor beforehand and provide a valid written excuse. A missed midterm without prior notification will count as a zero. Students should note the date and time of the final exam. The date and time of the final exam are determined by the university and cannot be changed. There should be no conflicts with exams in other courses. A missed final without prior notification will count as a zero.
