Description:   

This course will begin by introducing the traditions of Italian theater.  Students will then begin the intensive study of a single play that will be presented at the end of the quarter.  Students hone pronunciation and speaking skills by acting in the play and directing scenes.  By adapting scripts and keeping a journal, students will practice writing skills.  The course will be conducted in Italian.  All readings are in Italian.

This year, the selected play is Carlo Goldoni’s 1753 masterpiece “La locandiera.”

The course will be divided as follows:  in Weeks 1 and 2, students will study the history and traditions of Italian theater.  In Weeks 3 and 4, students will read, analyze and discuss “La locandiera.”  In Weeks 5 and 6, students will adapt and rewrite portions of the script, working collaboratively.  In Weeks 7 and 8, students will direct and stage the play.  In Weeks 9 and 10, students will rehearse the play and memorize their roles.  Instead of a final exam, students will present the play to the University community.

Journal entries will be 250 words long.  Topics will be assigned as the course proceeds and may include writing original scenes, imagining and describing the life story of a character, and reflections on the process of staging and performing the play. Entries will be graded using the attached rubric.
