	Course subject  number: THEATRE 5798.03
	Performance expectations set at appropriately high levels, engaging in both academic and experiential exploration of the setting in which they study: Faculty have high expectations of students engaging in both academic and experiential exploration of London, the city and its theatre scene. Faculty expect students' engaged, curious, articulate, and invested presence in the classroom. Faculty expect that students will bring their opinions to the room and to hear and be challenged by the opinions of others in the class.



Students are expected to write seriously and reflectively in their journals on both their aesthetic and life experiences while in London, grappling with varied theatrical experiences, understanding how these experiences change their sense of what theatre can be, as well as discoverig what it means to live in one of the most influential cities in the world and what it means to be living life as an "outsider" to the culture.
	Significant investment of effort by students over an extended period of time: The study abroad component of this course is a 4-week program with morning class sessions and evening trips to see live theatre. In addition to group trips to the Museum of the City of London and the Victoria and Albert Museum, students will learn about London by engaging in eight experiences by visiting art, history, and science museums; homes, inns, and hotels; parks and green spaces; places of worship and palaces; markets and neighborhoods; and other London-specific activities.
	Interactions with faculty and peers about substantive matters including cultural self-awareness, intercultural empathy, and academic content: The pre-departure component of the course focuses on insider/outsider perspectives; history of British theatre; Shakespeare as cultural product; and new plays in the US vs US. Throughout the entire program, students will learn to place contemporary British theatre into its historical and cultural contexts by focusing on the concepts of "empire" and  "multi". At the height of its world power, London was at the center of the British Empire. Students will actively engage the legacies of the British Empire and London's place as a multi-ethnic, multi-lingual, multi-cultural metropolis. During class sessions while in London, students will discuss and write about live theatrical performance in focused, rigorous ways, developing critical and reflective acuity by participating in guided conversations and debate on contemporary British art and performance. After completion of the course, students will be able to explain what contemporary performance can tell us about what it means to be British, and to articulate differences between the audience experience in the United States and the United Kingdom.
	Students will get frequent, timely, and constructive feedback on their work, from all appropriate sources: The London Journal and the Midpoint Essay are due at the end of the 2nd week in the program. In each of these, students will reflect on the first two weeks in London, responding to the plays we have seen, guest lectures, museum trips, and their individual experiences studying abroad, including their intercultural interactions. The faculty will give students feedback on their attendance and participation on a weekly basis, enabling them to make adjustments if they need to improve their performance. 
	Periodic, structured opportunities to reflect and integrate learning, especially on their cultural self-awareness and their experience with difficult differences: The faculty will select plays that represent diverse voices and that expose students to worldview frameworks that may differ from their own. By virtue of attending productions in London, students will have the unique experience of viewing complex works within a community of people who hold differing perspectives on the subjects.

For the most part, the class meets daily where students will reflect and integrate learning, including their cultural self-awareness and their experiences with difficult differences, through faculty-led discussion. Students are also required to keep a journal and submit a Midpoint and Final Essay responding to prompts provided by the instructor
	Opportunities to discover relevance of learning through real-world applications and the integration of course content to contemporary global issues and contexts: Learning objectives in this course include placing contemporary British theatre into its historical and cultural contexts by focusing on the concepts of "empire" and "multi" and gain an understanding of what contemporary performance can tell us about what it means to be British, and to articulate differences between the audience experience in the UK and the US. Class-based discussion and written assignments provide students the opportunity to reflect on these issues.
	Public Demonstration of competence both in academic settings and, if possible, in the study away site: Class-based discussion and oral presentations will provide students the opportunity to demonstrate critical and reflective acuity in evaluating live theatrical performances and understanding what contemporary theatre can tell us about what it means to be British and articulating differences between theatre in the United States and the United Kingdom.
	Experiences with diversity wherein students demonstrate intercultural competence and empathy with people and worldview frameworks that may differ from their own: The learning objective to place contemporary British theatre into its historical and cultural contexts by focusing on the concepts of "empire" and "multi" is at the heart of this course. At the height of its world power, London was at the center of the British Empire. What are the legacies of that positioning? Moreover, London has been (and continues to become) a multi-ethnic, multi-lingual, multi-cultural metropolis. How does that multi-ness mark British culture today? These are questions students will first engage in the pre-departure component of the class and continue to revisit throughout the in-country portion of the course. The faculty will select plays that represent diverse voices and that expose students to worldview frameworks that may differ from their own. Class discussion and a written journal will provide students an opportunity to demonstrate intercultural competence.
	Explicit and intentional efforts to promote inclusivity and a sense of belonging and safety for students: The experience of attending live performance is a shared audience activity within a cultural environment that promotes this in uniquely robust ways. Inviting students to be part of this can be transformative in ways that few of their other college experiences can match.

Furthermore, faculty expectations on professionalism and respect are clearly stated in the syllabus and will be reinforced repeatedly throughout the course. Students are expected to treat the instructor and all other participants in the course with courtesy and respect. Their comments to others should be factual, constructive, and free from harassing statements. Students are encouraged to disagree with other students, but such disagreements need to be based upon facts and documentation (rather than prejudice and personalities). Even subjective opinions need to be supported with evidence. Students will need to contribute in intelligent, positive, and constructive manners within the course. Attacks on individuals or unfair generalizations about categories of people will not be tolerated.
	Clear plans to promote this course to a diverse student body and increase enrollment of typically underserved populations of students: The department will promote this course on its website; on the Office of International Affairs website; at any Office of International Affairs information sessions; by sharing flyers with other departments across the College of Arts and Sciences and other offices on campus such as the Hale Black Cultural Center and the Center for Belonging and Social Change; and by advertising on digital display boards at the Ohio Union, in the residence halls, and elsewhere.
