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First of all I don’t envision anyone else teaching this course.  And I should emphasize that there are two faculty members in Modern Greek Studies.

The objective of the course is to foster a deeper understanding of how people create identities in ancient and modern societies through the study of key literary documents from classical and modern Greek culture.  As an Honors course, the class has an enrollment capped at 25.

I plan to assess student learning of the material and GEC objectives in the following manner.

1) I will assess students’ comprehension of the different ways ancient and modern societies understand and create ethnic, national, and gender identities by class discussions. Since the enrollment is capped at 25 students, emphasis is placed on discussions, debates, and presentations.  It would be relatively straightforward to determine if this goal is met.

2) I will assess students’ ability to read literary texts closely in the two class papers they will write.  Students are asked specifically to analyze these texts closely and to use literary quotations to back up their arguments.

3) I will assess in the final examination the students’ ability to think critically about issues of identity, the difference between literary and historical analysis, and the distinction between different genres of literary writing as it applies to identity.  

The course will be assessed annually.  The results of the evaluation of the examinations and papers will be evaluated and shared with the other faculty member in Modern Greek Studies and with the Undergraduate Studies Committee of the Department of Greek and Latin.  Discussion will follow to determine how well the GEC goals are met in the class.  

I should also note that, as an Honors class, I send a report to the Honors Office, outlining how the class was met and the goals were achieved.
