Comment: The Subcommittee notes and appreciates the scaffolding of the
course material through phases; however, they are slightly confused by the
mention of the 3 modules. Is modules used here as another word for phases? If
s0, the Subcommittee recommends removing the word modules from the
syllabus and using the word phases consistently throughout the syllabus. If these
words are not being used interchangeably, the Subcommittee recommends
clarifying in the syllabus what is meant by modules. [Syllabus p. 2]
Recommendation: The Subcommittee recommends that the Center reconsider
the wording regarding excused absences in order to align with the guidance sent
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by OAA at the beginning of the term, which encouraged instructors to refrain from
asking students to provide a doctor’s excuse. [Syllabus p. 5]

O Recommendation: The Subcommittee notes that the grade breakdown appears
twice in the syllabus, and they recommend that the Center remove one of these
inclusions. [Syllabus pp. 4, 6]

O Recommendation: The Subcommittee recommends that the Center use the most
recent version of the Student Life Disability Services Statement, which was
updated in summer of 2024.
