The rehearsal schedule for the week is most often posted on Friday morning.
IV.
BAND BULLETIN BOARD:

Check the board outside of Hughes 105 on a regular basis for announcements and updates.  Additional boards are located outside of Weigel 174 and Weigel Auditorium.

V. MUSIC AND MUSIC FOLDERS:

Every two members within a section will be assigned a music folder.  The folder and music are the responsibility of those individuals for the quarter.  Percussionists are responsible for folders and music as well as the safekeeping of the equipment that the university provides.  Missing equipment will be replaced by dividing the cost among section members.  A grade of "Incomplete" will be rendered for folders or unpaid fees.  Fines for the loss of a folder and/or music will be assessed at the end of the quarter.


Please Note:  If someone takes a folder home to practice and cannot, for whatever reason, attend the next rehearsal, it is his/her responsibility to see that the music is delivered to the director.  Your cooperation in this matter is essential.

VI.
CONCERT ATTIRE:


Ladies – long black formal dress.  Exceptions by request only.


Men – black tuxedo, white shirt, black bow tie, black socks and shoes.  Cummerbund is optional.

VII.
INSTRUMENT CHECKOUT/SPECIAL INSTRUMENTS:


Instruments for student use are available through the School of Music.  See the director for a bond card.  Brass players may be asked for a deposit for use of a school mouthpiece if musician is unable to provide one.

VIII.
GRADING AND ATTENDANCE:

1. Attendance at all concerts is required of all personnel.

2. Absences from dress rehearsals are not permitted under any circumstances.  Absence from a dress rehearsal WILL result in dismissal from the ensemble and/or a grade of E.

3. Any absence not reported in advance is considered an unexcused absence.  Unexcused absence will result in (1) the grade being lowered one grade letter for each unexcused absence or (2) dismissal. 

4. Potential conflicts with rehearsals or concert dates must be reported in writing to the conductor no later than Friday of the first week of rehearsals.  The schedule for the quarter will be provided the day of the first rehearsal.  The nature and frequency of conflicts will be evaluated to determine continued participation.

IX. TARDINESS:

The professional habit of arriving early for rehearsal is the correct behavior.  At the very minimum, rehearsals must begin on time with everyone present.  Therefore, attendance will be taken at the beginning of each rehearsal.  Anyone not present when attendance is taken will be marked absent and unexcused.  ANOTHER CLASS OR REHEARSAL IS NOT AN ACCEPTABLE EXCUSE FOR TARDINESS.

EXCUSED ABSENCES:
If you are seriously ill on a rehearsal day, please call the Band Office (292-5272) or email the instructor by 5 pm.  The only reasons for excused absences are serious illness or death in the family.  In the event of serious illness, a  doctor’s note must be presented at the next attended rehearsal.
