The Ohio State University Speech-Language-Hearing Clinic provides you as a graduate clinician the opportunity to obtain clinical experience in a business-oriented environment.  This clinical environment allows for professional preparation not only in clinical service provision, but also in related aspects of speech-language pathology and audiology, including managed care, marketing, and quality management.  With these learning opportunities come responsibilities and expectations similar to those that will be encountered in other professional work settings.  Providing supervised services to clients/patients and their families in this clinic is a privilege afforded to graduate clinicians, and you will be expected to operate in a professional manner at all times.  Consequences for violations of clinic policy are enforced uniformly for all clinical personnel and are similar to those that would be encountered in other work settings.
