Course Objectives:
At the conclusion of the course, the student will have knowledge of:

· Normal aspects of aging and its effects on the auditory system;

· Hearing impairment, disability and handicap;

· Hearing aid and assistive listening device options for adults and older adults;

· Rehabilitative strategies for adults and older adults;

· Health promotion and health care delivery systems.

At the conclusion of the course, the student shall have the skills needed to:

· Differentiate and measure impairment, disability (activities) and handicap (participation);

· Counsel adults with hearing loss and their families concerning hearing loss and treatment options;

· Develop and implement audiologic rehabilitation plans for adults with hearing loss;

· Measure treatment progress and outcomes.

Course Description:
1)  Lecture:  See course schedule below for weekly lecture topics.
2)  Class Discussions: 

· Discussion topics: assigned journal readings (see Supplemental Reading list)

· Class Discussions – are intended to be informal class discussions regarding the readings.  Specific areas of discussion will include: 1) purpose of research, 2) methodology, 3) results; 4) implications; and 5) strengths and weaknesses of research.  Participation in the class discussions is MANDATORY and will account for a portion of your final grade.

Course Requirements:
1)  Group Project (15%):  students will be divided into groups and will work together throughout 
the quarter putting together a Hearing Aid Orientation Booklet.  All students will be given an 
example to work from with instructions to ‘MAKE IT BETTER’.  Each group will also be 
responsible for presenting their final product to the class.  Group presentations will be scheduled 
during the last week of the quarter on Wednesday March 7, 2006.

2)  Position Paper (20%) on a topic relavent to Adult AR.  Choose topic, read relavent literature, 
present and defend your position regarding chosen topic.  Stated position must be supported by 
relevant literature, both supporting and conflicting.  Topics for term papers must be approved by 
the instructor no later than Jan 31, 2006.  Papers are due no later than Mar 1, 2006.

3)  Mid-term Examination (20%):  in class 

4)  Comprehensive Final Exam (30%)

*Mid-term and Final exams will consist of short answer and discussion questions drawn from the lectures and assigned readings.

5)  Class Participation (15%)
