Proposal for Freshman Seminar Semester Conversion
Note: If this proposal is acceptable,

 it will be adapted for Junior Seminars and Professional Pathways as well.

1. All seminars will be 1 credit hour. 1 credit hour means 750 in-class contact minutes per quarter and 1500 outside class minutes of work (readings, papers, preparation). In other words, 1 credit hour = 1 contact hour per week + 2 hours of outside meeting work. 
2. Current 1 credit seminars will need to increase class meetings by an additional 4. 2 credit hour courses will need to decrease meetings by 6. 

3. New syllabi will need to be submitted for a general check and assurance that the appropriate amount of work is reflected.  The Director will do initial comparison of quarter syllabi against the semester version and send those deemed necessary to the committee for input/review. New course proposals will automatically be sent to committee for approval.
4. Scheduling: Faculty will be provided with proposed times to teach the seminars. In order to get priority room placement, we will benefit from using the same classroom all day. Therefore our goal will be to have one seminar per hour in the same classroom all day. Sections preferring to use 1 ½ hour slots for a shorter number of weeks will be done on Tuesdays or Thursdays when classrooms are scheduled in that manner. Faculty will have the option to teach a compressed schedule by meeting for part of the semester. If this option is chosen, they will need to choose one of the following options:

a. Meet twice a week for 7 weeks for one hour.

b. Meet twice a week for 5 weeks for 1 ½ hours.
