Spanish H530, Honors Introduction to Hispanic Linguistics, is designed as a more sophisticated, intensive,  and demanding complement to the existing Spanish 430, Introduction to Hispanic Linguistics. All Honors students in the Department of Spanish and Portuguese are required to focus their work in two out of three possible areas of specialization. One of the latter is Hispanic linguistics. At the moment, with the exception of Embedded Honors courses, there are no Honors courses at the advanced, i.e., 500-600, levels in that area. Since one of the requirements of the Honors program in the Department is a minimum of two Honors courses at the advanced level, the addition of H530 is an important addition to the options that are available to those who choose Hispanic linguistics as one of their two areas of specialization.
