COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The University First Year Orchestra is designed to meet the interests and abilities of the general university student who is a freshman and string instrument player. The purpose of the orchestra is to extend the playing experience of freshman non-music major students in an orchestral ensemble. While there is no audition, there will be a seat-placement test at the beginning of the term. This experience may culminate in a performance depending on the playing skills of those enrolled and interest. Academic credit is available for University Freshman Orchestra through registration in Music 215.02. Please note:  Each student is expected to enroll for credit.
GRADING:

A 

Attend all rehearsals with assigned music and instrument; able to demonstrate practiced assignments with expert facility 

A-/ B+

One excused absence, or attend all rehearsals with assigned music and instrument; reasonable demonstration of practice and facility on assigned music.

B

One unexcused absence, or attend but unable to participate in one rehearsal (attend without music, instrument, or unable to demonstrate adequate facility on assigned music.)

B-/C+

Two unexcused absences, or attend but unable to participate in two rehearsals (attend without music, instrument, or unable to demonstrate adequate facility on assigned music.)

C

Three unexcused absences, or attend but unable to participate in three rehearsals or concert (attend without music, instrument, or unable to demonstrate adequate facility on assigned music.)

D

Four unexcused absences, or attend but unable to participate in four rehearsals or concert performance (attend without music, instrument, or unable to demonstrate adequate facility on assigned music.)


E

Five or more unexcused absences, or attend but unable to participate in five or more rehearsals or concert performance (attend without music, instrument, or unable to demonstrate adequate facility on assigned music.)

Grades for the quarter's work are based on attendance, preparation for the rehearsals, and participation. Attendance is taken at every rehearsal and concert. Potential absences should be reported in writing (either hand-written note or email) before the conflict. All absences must be verified by a note from a doctor or other professional and needs to be submitted at the next rehearsal the student attends. The conductor will determine if absences will be excused or unexcused. Any absence not reported to the conductor will be considered “unexcused.” 


Tardiness is not acceptable. An unexcused tardy will be considered an absence.

MUSIC AND MUSIC FOLDERS:

Every orchestra member will receive an assigned music folder.  The folder and music are the responsibility of each student for the quarter. A grade of Incomplete will be given those students who do not return the folder and all music at the end of each quarter. Fines for the loss of a folder and/or music will be assessed at the end of the quarter.

INSTRUMENT CHECKOUT:

Instruments for student may be available through the School of Music.  Please see the conductor for details.
