The following changes have been made to the Russian/Women’s Studies 657 course proposal addressing the committee’s suggestions/requests:

i. revised course descriptions (25 words or less)

ii. English 263 is the correct prerequisite course; there has been an error with the number
iii. Eng 378 has to be included in this list of prerequisites
iv. Information on subtitles is added to the syllabus; see “Films” subheading
v. Language is made consistent in “Attendance and Participation”
vi. “Late Assignment” penalty is changed from “2%” to “1%” but it still applies to the overall grade. It is my belief that students should learn professionalism and not only the subject matter in the classroom. They have altogether four assignments and “4%” deduction from the overall grade is less than half-a-grade, if they are late with all four assignments. This does not appear harsh to me.
