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Course Description

In the past decade, global governance has emerged as a central challenge in world politics.  States have become increasingly aware of problems that transcend sovereign boundaries and of the need for ongoing, concerted action to address those problems.  There also is a growing sense that problems that might not at first seem to be international, such as failed states or human rights violations, in fact demand the attention of an international community that values human rights and democracy.  Not just states, but the United Nations (UN), international non-governmental organizations (INGO’s), the media, and the general public play important roles in all of these issues.  The growing salience of these problems suggests that new understandings of security, and new understandings of the community that needs to be kept secure, are beginning to take shape at the global level.  

The course is divided into five parts.  Parts I and II establish our foundation by considering the structural context of and actors in global governance.  Part III identifies three ‘problems’ that require global governance.  Of course, the global governance agenda is quite broad, potentially infinite.  This course focuses on security issues, particularly the governance of the proliferation of weapons of mass destruction (WMD), abuses of human rights, and terrorism.  We then turn, in Part IV, to “technologies,” or tools actors use to attempt to steer global outcomes, among them sanctions, peacemaking / occupation, shaming, and international criminal law.  Finally, Part V is an extended case study of a failed attempt at global governance:  the international community’s response to the Rwandan genocide.

Requirements
The writing requirement consists of four reaction papers and a take-home final exam.

· Reaction papers (2-3 pages each, 15% of grade for each):  Students will write four short papers about four different sessions’ readings.  These papers are not summaries.  Students are expected to choose a theme or two from the readings, and then critique and analyze the readings in light of that theme.  

· Essays can be submitted in one of two ways.  Hard copies are due in Derby 2072 by 5 p.m. the day before class; or email copies are due at 9 p.m. the evening before class.  It is the student’s responsibility to be sure the paper has been received.  

· Final Exam (8-10 pages, 40% of grade):  An essay question will be handed out on the final class session and students will have seven days to complete it.
