II. Development/Rationale/Goals/Objectives  
Development and Rationale

Over the past several decades, video has emerged as a significant medium in the visual and performing arts; it is widely utilized in contemporary installation, sculptural and internet artworks, in dance and theatrical performances, and as stand-alone pieces in screening rooms and micro-cinemas.  The proposed College of the Arts Video Arts Minor will contribute to the development of students who seek to incorporate this medium into traditional art and/or narrative practices, as well as, those interested in creating experimental artworks that are expressed entirely within the format of video. Students are currently pursuing their interests by taking individual courses within the college; we believe that this will provide transparency of and consistency of curricular offerings for these students. 

The Video Arts Minor, devised by a group of faculty members (see appendix ii) from a number of departments with relevant expertise, makes clear and more visible a coherent and systematic way of meeting the needs of students interested in video arts. Through it, students will be able to explore traditional, alternative, and artistic means of media delivery in a variety of expressive and creative contexts. The minor reflects the tremendous heterogeneity informing current video arts practices which tend to be centered on collaboration and cross-fertilization as opposed to creative isolation and disciplinary specialization. 


Goals of the Program
· Explore a variety of means of artistic/media delivery

· Develop skills of new media production techniques in the arts

· Gain an understanding of theory and practice of moving image art

· Comprehend cross-fertilization among disciplines in the arts


Objectives

At the completion of the minor, our students will have the following:

· Interdisciplinary understanding of the arts

· Applied skills for professional work in the field
· Acquired creative and theoretical foundation for communication through the moving image
There are significant educational and professional opportunities for students who take this minor.  Many will undoubtedly opt for graduate study in film or the visual and/or performing arts. Others will directly enter the artistic workforce, where they will find expanding exhibition opportunities through new media/digital arts festivals such as the Biennale of Electronic Arts, Perth (Australia), Dutch Electronic Art Festival (the Netherlands) International Society for Electronic Arts, (traveling) Arts Electronica (Austria), Transmediale and the European Media Arts Festival (Germany). Residencies and grants designed specifically to support the production of video work, such as the Art and Technology program at the Wexner Center, WOSU, Hart Sharp, Eyebeam and the Creative Capital Foundation, are expanding as well. 

III.  
Relationship to Other Programs
The proposed Video Arts Minor is complementary to but distinct from other existing programs relating to film and video at Ohio State. The recently devised Media Production and Analysis minor caters to students with commercial, primarily broadcast, interests.  The new Film Studies major meets the needs of those students with a more theoretical and/or historical bent, and this minor will serve as a complement to those programs.  Even though the two minors and major are thereby focused on different aspects of the history, production and theorization of the moving image, it is expected that there will be significant interchange between students concentrating in each area, thereby strengthening all three.  
We anticipate that current majors in the College of the Arts will have interest in this minor to complement and give added focus to their studies, as well as Film Studies majors who desire more “hands on” experiences.  Additionally, interest may come from students in the departments of English, Psychology, Social Work, Education, the School of Communications and other majors where video arts may enhance efforts to tell stories and teach concepts visually. 
IV. Student Enrollment


We anticipate approximately 20 students will come to the program each year.  Currently, we have students taking the courses, but with no minor or designation to tie it all together. We predict that the students taking the courses now, will form the first cohort of the minor program.

V.  Degree Requirements/Curriculum


The 25 credit hour minor is constructed around an array of courses from the Departments of Art, Dance, History of Art, Theatre and Arts College courses. The courses in these disciplines offer different aesthetic and technical points of view; the minor requires taking courses in at least two of the disciplines in order to strengthen the student’s ability to collaborate, cross boundaries, and potentially find new synthesis.

3. Electives:  Remaining credit hours to complete the total requirement of 25 cr. hr.

4. Students must enroll in classes in at least two of the co-sponsoring departments: Art, Dance, Arts College/Design, History of Art, and Theatre. 

5. No courses may be taken for credit more than once and counted towards this minor.

6. Courses taken in the minor cannot count on the major. 

7. Internships and/or independent studies courses taken as part of the electives can only count for maximum of 5 credit hours on the minor.

Foundation Courses
Students enrolled in this minor must take one of the following foundational courses, which blend analysis of theory and practice, ensuring some familiarity with viewing or making and responding to image through the camera lens. There are a variety of entry points depending upon the student’s interests. None of the foundation courses have prerequisites except for the two honors courses which require honors standing.

I. Administrating and Advising


The minor will be administered by an oversight committee consisting of the faculty members and the Associate Dean of the College of the Arts. The committee will meet at the request of the Associate Dean to review petitions for exceptions, review enrollment patterns, and track the effectiveness of the minor.


Students interested in this minor will work with an academic advisor to choose the courses in each of the three levels, or go directly to a faculty member on the oversight committee for advice.  As a student progresses through the minor, many courses in the Core and Elective areas require permission of instructor.  This ensures that students in the minor program will have direct contact with a faculty member early on in their studies.  A student must complete a minor program form and have it signed by both an academic advisor and by the Curricular Dean of the College of the Arts.  This form is for planning purposes, and to assist with graduation readiness.  Information about the minor will be disseminated via fact-sheets and handouts distributed to advisors, departmental chairs, and chairs of undergraduate committees throughout the College of the Arts and via College of the Arts, and Arts and Sciences websites.

· Minimum 2.0 cumulative point-hour ratio required for the minor

· Course work graded Pass/Non-pass cannot count on the minor

Changing the Minor: Any changes to the requirements must be approved by the Oversight Committee in conjunction with the Curricular Dean in the College of the Arts. 
VI. Program Description 


The Video Arts minor consists of 25 credit hours of course work. Students must select courses from at least two of the departments offering course work:  Art, Dance, Design/Arts College, History of Art, and Theatre.  No courses may be taken for credit more than once and counted toward this minor.  Internships and/or independent studies courses taken as part of the electives can only count for a maximum of 5 credit hours on the minor.  A minor program form must be signed by an academic advisor and the Curricular Dean of the College of the Arts.

VII. Program Costs and Funding


As all of the courses are currently being offered and have seats available in them, we see no new costs for the program.

VIII. Facilities and Equipment Requirements


We have open seats in all of the courses listed in the minor and do not anticipate any additional facilities or equipment requirements.
