(1) Overall

a. need a cover letter to list the changes made addressing Sub B’s concerns

This letter addresses the changes.

b. on all table sheets (textboxes), change the title of right column from “Current….Major…” to “Proposed… Major…”

This change has been made.

c. all revised materials need to be dated in the header of the document

All revised materials include a header with the date“November 7, 2007,” the date of this submission.
(2) Chinese:

a. need a change form

There are no changes being made to the Chinese courses, so no course change request form has been submitted. 

b. ch505 STILL no info on grading or assignments; improper academic misconduct statement

The Chinese 505 syllabus now provides information on grading/assignments, and includes a proper academic misconduct statement.

c. ch600 STILL no grading scale, academic misconduct, or disability statement

Chinese 600 is already an approved class for the Chinese major, and thus is not under curriculum review. 

(3) Japanese:

a. jap601 move disability statement to a later section on the syllabus

The placement of the disability statement at the beginning of this syllabus is intentional; the instructor wishes to address this issue as an integral issue in the operation of the class meetings.

b. jap602 STILL no grading scale, rework on Course overview

The Japanese 602 syllabus now includes a full grading scale within the syllabus “Overview” section.

c. jap603 needs a complete grading scale (currently only goes to C+)

The Japanese 603 syllabus now includes a complete grading scale.

d. jap681STILL no details of grading breakdown

The Japanese 681 syllabus now includes explanation of grading breakdown.

(4) Korean:

a. On the “Proposed Changes to Korean Major” p.3 and the Change Textbox p.2 , is it International Studies 201 or 501? (201 listed, but many 501 syllabi given and no 201) If it is 501, give only one version of syllabus to Sub B.

The Korean faculty have decided to withdraw this course from consideration for a Korean major program change. 

b. kor600 need a full disability statement, need to further explain the final project

The Korean 600 syllabus now includes a full disability statement and more detailed explanation of the final project.

c. kor656 STILL improper disability statement; need to further explain the assignments of Field Project and the Final Presentation.

The Korean 656 syllabus now includes a full disability statement and more detailed explanation of the Field Project and the Final Presentation.

(5) EALL:

a. EALL683 STILL no grading scale; rework on Course overview

The EALL 683 syllabus now includes a grading scale in the “Overview” section of the syllabus.

b. EALL346 STILL no grading scale, academic misconduct, or disability statement

The EALL 346 syllabus now includes a grading scale and statements of academic misconduct and disability.

c. EALL341 course title inconsistent on the syllabus and the request form.

The course title for EALL 341 is “Thought in China, Japan, and Korea”. A course change request form has been submitted with the proper title.

Please note that EALL courses often fulfill requirements in all of the majors—Chinese, Japanese, and Korean—that are offered by the Department of East Asian Languages and Literatures.
