Course Description:

Survey of Portuguese and Brazilian Literatures | is a course designed to offer
an overview of Portuguese and Brazilian literatures from the XI1I to the XVIII
century. The course provides an overview of major Portuguese and Brazilian
literary movements, writers and works. It introduces students to the practice of
literary analysis and offers the opportunity to improve language skills through
extensive practice in listening, speaking. reading and writing.

Prerequisite: Portuguese 401 or 502 and grad. standing, or permission of instrirctor.

Assignments/Exams
Reading assignments will be accompanied by a set of questions to prepare at home
and discuss in class. There will be 2 midterms, 2 oral presentations, and one short research
paper. Midterm | will cover texts pertaining to the Medieval and the Renaissance
periods. Midterm 1T will center on texts of the Baroque and Neoclassic periods. Oral
expositions will consist of presenting in class an analysis of assigned part from the epic
poem Os Lusiadas (sixth week of classes) and a progress report of the final project (unth
week of classes), The final project will be a research paper 5-8 pages long on a topic
chosen by the student in consultation with the instructor.

Participation/Attendance
Since the class meets only twice a week, it is very important that students
follow the assignments and participate in class discussionss. Students should volunteer at
least twice during each class period with input relevant to the discussion. Each absence
should be discussed individually with the intructor. There can be only 1 unexcused absence.
