x. GEC related issues:

a. GEC request form – need to list all 3 categories on the GEC form
b. GEC Assessment Plan - Category 6 statement seemed awkward. Recommend to change to “Section C, International Issues, Western Non-US course.”
c. General assessment- Number 1- “in class discussion and quizzes” not appearing on the syllabus or the proposal
d. clarify on the syllabus that students can only take this course and count for only one category between Culture and Ideas and Social Science 

e. missing elements on the syllabus-- Objectives not answering questions on the GEC guideline (on the Operation Manual p. 67-8)

f. also need to go to Sub C for Diversity

II. Sub C’s comments (from the 2-06-2008 meeting):

Modern Greek 200— Approved for Diversity; Disapproved for Social Science
i. If a course applied for two breadth areas (Social Science and Culture and Ideas), it has to be very strong in both areas and needs justifications

ii. Diversity category— fine. approved

iii. Social Science— disapproved

a. Need to answer the Social Science guideline questions on OM p.26

b. There is little evidence that this course provides elements for the Social Science category or meets the broader Social Science guideline requirements

c. Advise to drop the request for the Social Science category. If not, need extensive justification and be a stronger SS course including explaining how a single course can simultaneously meet two breadth categories.
