b.
Syllabus for the Proposed Honors Course



In addition to covering the substance of the course, the syllabus should contain a statement that addresses the specific goals and expectations of the course.  It also should include information about assignments, tests, references, and a grading scale which indicates how assignments will be weighted.  With respect to reading assignments, the syllabus should indicate the number of pages included in the reading(s) required for each class meeting and, in cases where there is a non-honors version of the course, also indicate which readings are different from or additional to those required in the non-honors version.

Syllabus of Existing Non-Honors Course



For comparative purposes, the Honors Committee requires a copy of a syllabus for the already existing non-honors course which will parallel the proposed honors version.  If the proposal is for a new honors course, there obviously will be no syllabus for an already existing non-honors course available.  In such cases, the proposer should include the syllabus from a non-honors course at a level comparable to the proposed course, so that the Committee has some standard within the department for comparative purposes.

Statement of Qualitative Difference



The Honors Committee expects that honors courses will differ from non-honors courses in a variety of ways and so requires that the proposer include a statement that addresses the following items (with particular attention to the differences between the two versions of the course, if a non-honors version exists):

1. How the specific goals of the course will be achieved.

2. The exposure to the basic material in the course, and ways in which added breadth and depth of material will be included. 

3. The exposure to, and use of, methodology and research techniques, and especially the ways in which the course will provide exposure to the nature of scholarship in the field.
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4. 
Amount and quality of work expected from students on papers, examination(s), and projects; and the method of grading that work.

1. The amount and kind of student/faculty contact, including how the course will offer a significant level of interaction and engagement between faculty and students, and how such engagement will be achieved.

2. How an environment will be fostered that facilitates intellectual exchange among students (if applicable).

3. Ways that creative thinking will be an essential aspect of the course requirements.

4. How the course will embrace, as appropriate, interdisciplinary work and study

5. Evidence of a pedagogical process that will demand a high level of intellectual output.

Honors Proposal - Statement of Qualitative Difference

Art 340H Fundamentals of Ceramic Art: Handforming

Proposed is an Honors level section of this existing GEC Art 340 class. The goals of the honors section are a heightened conceptual awareness and an increased technical proficiency. 

There will be additional readings above those required in Art 340. This honors section will be CARMEN intensive; there will be 3 additional slide lectures with a required discussion component related to each. The CARMEN intensive section of the class will form the additional 2 hr lab requirements. There will be a class field trip to a contemporary Ceramic Art exhibit during the quarter and an outside lecture. Students will be expected to write a short response paper about the work viewed. The students enrolled in this Honors section will complete one additional assignment that will involve a hands-on approach to experimental firing techniques and will have the opportunity to use our increased image making capabilities in the studio including our full color decal printer. 

The additional slide lectures and interactive discussion, using a CARMEN base, provides expanded student-faculty interaction through blogs and discussion board postings which will add  content to the course in a way that is both flexible for the individual student and that will allow the students and teacher to exchange their ideas both in and outside of the classroom setting. It is expected that this greater level of preparation for the assignments will translate into a higher level of achievement in the classroom. 

The class field trip will allow the students to experience actual work in a gallery setting. There are several galleries in Columbus that have a rotating venue of well known Ceramic Artists. In addition students will be required to attend one Ceramic Area lecture. This may be a presentation by a Faculty member or it may be a lecture sponsored by the student organization (SLIC). Because of these experiences the students in the honors section will have significantly greater contact not only with the Faculty in the area but to our graduate students and undergraduate majors as well. 

Art is by definition an interdisciplinary pursuit. This honors section will seek to increase this awareness by including contemporary work that is conceptually challenging and encouraging the students to fold their own particular areas of interest into their projects. All of the additions to this course, the increased CARMEN content, field trip, lecture and hands-on assignment add up to a course that will demand a significantly higher level of intellectual output than ART 340 GEC and one that will fulfill the needs of this special group of students.
