Course Goals: To study the relationship between humans and their environment in the past. - After a review of goals and theory in environmental archaeology and zooarchaeology, we will outline the methods that are used to reconstruct the past environments, subsistence practices, and settlement systems ofhunter-gatherers and agricultural societies. We will examine samples of faunal remains from prehistoric sites in the Eastern Woodlands, and interpret the results. 

Class Format: Students will meet for two periods on Mondays and Wednesdays. When we meet in class we will discuss the topics covered in the reading assignments, and introduce additional material from other sources (A list of recommended readings can be found at the end of the syllabus). Students MUST complete the reading assignments by the date listed on the syllabus and attend class for lectures and discussion. There will be seven (7) quizzes on the reading assignments. Groups of students will analyze samples of faunal remains and present oral and written summaries of their results. There will be a midterm exam and a fmal exam on material covered in the course. Students are encouraged to draw on what they have leamed-in other classes ( or in their own research experiences) during the discussion periods.
